(Reduced Fee Program)

1. The adoptive parents must be married couples of at least two (2) years.
If there has been a divorce, the adopting couple must be married to each
other for five (5) years.
2. Both husband and wife must be at least 30 years of age but neither can
be 55.
3. Both husband and wife must be healthy, mentally and physically.
4. Both husband and wife must have a high school education or above.
5. The number of children in the family under the age of 18 years should
not exceed four (4) and the youngest child must be over one (1) year old.
6. Body Mass Index (BMI) of each parent must be less than 40
7.Total annual income must be under $80,000
