The Hague Treaty. Did you know...

The Hague Convention on Protection of Children and Intercountry Adoptions is a multilateral treaty
approved in 1993 by 66 member countries. The Convention sets up norms and procedures for countries

that participate in intercountry adoption and the goal is to protect children, birth

parents & adoptive parents and prevent child-trafficking and abuse.
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Guatemala Program/Hague Update - 7/07/2007:
Guatemala has recently approved the Hague as an “adoption law of the land.”
Implementation of the new Hague procedures will be January 1, 2008. The congress is
working on a Hague compliant new law that we hope will be passed and later implemented.
As of now, EAC is still accepting applications for our Guatemala program.

All families who submit their completed dossier before November 1, 2007 may expect a
referral of a child before the laws change.

Families should select a second country of choice in case there documents are not complete
before the Hague comes into effect. Families should be aware of the potential delays and
changes as they decide.

The Hague accreditation and approval application period is underway. Over 300
agencies have applied for accreditation with a targeted date of completion being
December 2007. The accreditation of all applicants will be announced on the

same day, with ratification of the Hague three (3) months later. The Hague and the
regulations will not be implemented until ratification is complete. EAC has submitted
its application with council on accreditation and is working diligently to complete the
remainder of the process.

The Process and Procedures

Complete and submit the Application for Adoption.

File the I-600A immigration documents, specifying a Guatemalan adoption, with cable sent to the U.S. embassy in
Guatemala City, Guatemala.

Begin the home study with an approved and licensed agency in your state of residence.

Your personal EAC adoption consultant will assist you in completing the registration and dossier documents.
Submit a completed dossier to EAC. EAC will review the dossier and submit it to the Guatemalan Consulate

for legalization. The dossier is then forwarded to Guatemala.

Once your dossier and CIS is approved, you are placed on the waiting list for a referral. The wait for a referral, after
submission of dossier, is approximately 1-8 weeks at this time. The wait for boys is shorter than for girls and the wait
for infants is much shorter than the wait for older children.

At the time of referral, medical information and a video of your prospective child will be sent to you.

Once you accept the child, the Power of Attorney is sent to Guatemala to begin the foreign adoption process.

The attorney in Guatemala completes the adoption on your behalf. The adoption is completed prior to traveling,
However, you may need to readopt in the U.S. (Check with your local probate court).

Once the DNA testing is completed, you may travel to Guatemala to visit your child. This visit is optional.

Once the adoption is complete, approximately 8-10 months after acceptance of a referral, you travel to Guatemala to
bring your child home.

Only one parent is required to travel. Travel is approximately four days.

Our EAC staff from the U.S.A. stays in Guatemala at the hotel, usually on the same floor as the families. The EAC
Hospitality Suite is next door to the room where the staff stays. We are with you 24 hours a day.
Upon completing your adoption and returning home, you’ll work with EAC: social workers to fulfill the
post-placement requirements.
